e If you see a downed power line, move away from it and anything touching it. The
ground around power lines — up to 35 feet away — may be energized.

e You cannot tell whether or not a power line is energized just by looking at it.
You should assume that all downed power lines are live.

e The proper way to move away from the power line is to shuffle away with small
steps, keeping your feet together and on the ground at all times. This will



minimize the potential for a strong electric shock.
