Over ¼ (26%) of recruiters always read cover letters and think they are
important to make a hiring decision.
Up to 38% of hiring managers say that including a cover letter makes them more
likely to pay attention to the application.
On a spectrum of importance, 25% of hiring managers surveyed indicated a cover
letter is ‘Very important’ when deciding whether to invite an applicant for an
interview.
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
