STATS
According to the National Safety Council, preventable work-related deaths
totaled 4,414 in 2017 and have increased 17.5% in the last ten years.
Here’s another staggering statistic: A worker gets injured roughly every 7
seconds. That amounts to 510 workers per hour and 12,600 per day! In 2017, a
total of 104 million production days were lost due to work-related injuries.
According to the International Labour Organization (ILO), more than 2.3 million
workers die every year as a result of occupational accidents or work-related
diseases. To put this number in perspective, across the world 167,000 people
died in armed conflicts in 2015, according to the latest edition of the IISS
Armed Conflict Survey. In addition to this astounding number, each year 313
million accidents occur on the job resulting in extended absences from work.
A total of 5,333 workers died from a work-related injury in the U.S. in 2019, up
2 percent from the 2018 total of 5,250. The fatal work injury rate was 3.5
fatalities per 100,000 full-time equivalent (FTE) workers, which was the rate
reported in 2018.
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
