TO AVOID LAP MARKS, ROLL THE FULL HEIGHT OF

TP 1 THE WALL AND KEEP A WET EDGE
Lap marks are those ugly stripes caused by uneven layers of
jpaint buildup, They occur when you roll over paint that's already
jpartly dry, {in warm, dry conditions, latex paint can begin to stiffen
i bess than a minutal) The key to avoiding lap marks is © maintain
a “wel edge,” so each slroke of your roller overlaps the pravious
stroke before the paint can begin to dry.

MIX SEVERAL CANS OF PAINT IN A LARGE BUCKET FOR
TP 2 gn CONSISTENT COLOR THROUGHOUT THE ROOM

Paint color may vary slightly from one can to the next. If you
have to open a new can in the middie of a wall, the difference
may be noticeable. Mixing the paints fogether eliminates the
problem, It's best to estimate the amount of paint you'll need
and mix it in a 5-gallen bucket (a process called "boxing ™).

LET THE PAINT DRY, THEN CUT THE TAPE LOOSE FOR
A PERFECT EDGE

Once paint is dry, you can’t just pull the tape off the trim. Paint forms a film batween the wall and
the tape, and removing the tape tears pieces of dried paint off the wall. So before pulling off the
tape, cut it locse.

PAINT THE TRIM FIRST, THEN THE CEILING AND WALLS TP A

then the walls. That's because (s easier (and faster) to tape off the trim than to tape off the walls, )
