CHECK CONDITIONS BEFORE BOARDING VIA GANGWAY
BOARDING

Board only when gangway is level with
launch.

Do not board if conditions are unfavourable.

Hold guardrails with both hands and
maintain three points of contact.

Board only when instructed by authorised
personnel.

RIGHT TO DECLINE BOARDING

Do not board when you are feeling unwell.

BOARDING VIA PILOT LADDER

Ensure ladder is at the launch deck level for
safe boarding.

Only one person is allowed on the ladder
at one time.

Ensure three points of contact when using
the ladder.
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
